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In this study it is aimed to offer a comprehensive overview on endemic freshwater fish species of Turkey. It is a very interesting subject as in Turkey-both in Thrace and Anatolia there is a very rich ichthyofauna with many endemics. 
For future conservation actions the information about the endemicas sounds very important. But this paper is very similar to the paper of Ciçek et al., 2015, nearly all the information presented there in this paper are present in the previous paper. So this causes asome doubts about the originality of the present paper, there is many repetitions.   

The introduction is clear and concise but the aim of the paper was not explained very well, it was not explained the neccessity of this paper after Ciçek et al.2016.

 In Material and Methods section, it was written that this paper is based on the compilation of other papers. But due to the lack of some recent papers some species were considered as synonym as it was  done in Capoeta angorae  please see

 The authors should follow the studies in adjacent countries and watersheds.

The discussion section contains the knowledge given by Çicek et al (2015) so it doesnt  go a step beyond the current scientific knowledge on the basis of these results. Some species are also present in neigbouring countries and listed as endemic in Turkey, such as  C. ekmekciae: also present in Georgia, Cobitis puncticulata have some records from Greece, Salmo tigridis  in Iraq. 
And the evaluations about Salmo species seems to be speculative as they were not supported by any literature. The distribution areas of these salmonids should be controlled from the Salmonid papers of Turan,D.

The main issue in this paper is almost all the same with Çicek et al.2015, so I think this paper is not suitable for Zookeys.
